Location Ngong Ping Plateau on Lantau Island, Hong Kong.  Adjacent to Ngong 

Ngong Ping Cable Car Terminal and within a five minute walk of the Tian 

Tan Buddha Statue.  

  

Main Attractions Walking with Buddha is an entertaining, multimedia attraction exploring 

and explaining the life of Siddhartha Gautama [the man who became 

Buddha] and his path to enlightenment.  The Walking with Buddha 

attraction has also been designed to provide visitors with a unique Bodhi 

Tree experience in the courtyard. 

 

 Monkey’s Tale Theatre presents a light-hearted, multimedia Jataka story 

which is guaranteed to inform and entertain people of all ages.  Designed 

to engage all of its visitors’ senses, the ‘Monkey’s Tale’ parable is 

presented in a fun, engaging, immersive and entertaining environment.
